MY VISIT TO SEE SALVIDOR DALI – LIQUID DESIRE - MELBOURNE
Unfortunately I was unable to be at the last HAAT meeting; however I was lucky enough to be in Melbourne to visit the Dali Exhibition at the National Gallery. 

It truly was an amazing exhibition showing the many facets of Salvidor Dali’s life. It has been a very popular exhibition and the crowd in the gallery with the long wait just to buy a ticket, was testament to that.  I felt thoroughly exhausted at the end of my 3 hour visit. There was an enormous amount to take in. I always think of Dali as a surrealist, his melting clocks, of course being the first to come to mind. However, there is so much more to this unusual mans legacy of work. Such as his sculpture, film, jewellery design, photography, holograms of Alice Cooper and his work with Walt Disney in animation. His interest in the subconscious mind could have been a result of being raised to believe he was the reincarnation of his brother, also named Salvidor Dali who died 9 months before he was born. He had an enormous admiration for the psychiatrist Freud, who, sadly didn’t seem to have the same admiration for Dali. Anyway, it was well worth the trip to Melbourne and I’m glad I caught it before it closed on the 4th Oct.
